This program enables qualified international students enrolled in Houghton Academy the opportunity to live
with an American Host Family. Not only does this provide wonderful cross-cultural experiences for all
involved but the international student receives an immeasurable boost in learning and using the English
language. The Homestay Program is a win-win situation.

EXPECTATIONS FOR HOMESTAY STUDENTS

Experience has taught that the following rules and expectations should be noted and heeded for students’ and parents’
information, protection, and well-being, and to avoid misunderstandings.

Students must realize that their host families will be used to doing things differently than their own families and
Houghton Academy. Therefore, it is essential that students commit themselves to open communication and to
understanding a different way of life. Tolerance and a willingness to learn are a must.

Homestay students are expected to do their best in school and attempt to successfully integrate themselves into
their host families. This includes participating in doing chores at home and taking part in family events. The
student is not a guest but becomes a member of the family.

Students are expected to focus all their attention on nurturing positive relationships with their host families.
Contacting friends and family members in their home countries to discuss or solve problems (before
communicating with their host family and Houghton Academy) is unacceptable, can lead to homesickness, major
misunderstandings and ultimately to termination of the Homestay. In other words, you could be brought into the
dormitories or sent back home if you do not contact Houghton Academy. Therefore, if a Homestay student proves
she/he needs to continually communicate with family and friends back home at the expense of the success of the
Homestay, he/she will thereby have chosen to terminate the Homestay.

If for any reason a student and his/her family decide to terminate the Homestay, this decision and its execution
must be made in a timely manner and in direct consultation with Houghton Academy.

Students are expected to follow Houghton Academy and individual host family rules and to maintain a high
standard of conduct.

Violation of any rules of Houghton Academy or the Host Family constitutes grounds for termination of the
Homestay.

Houghton Academy Computer/Internet Policy: Students should discuss and agree with their host family about the
time limit on the use of computer including Internet and e-mail. No students are allowed to visit pornographic
sites.

Students may not own their own car or drive any motorized vehicle (except during training course) or hitchhike at
any time during their Homestay.



¢ All extracurricular activities must be approved by the Host Family prior to doing them. The Host Family must
know where you are at all times, who you are with, and when you will return home.

¢ Students do not have unlimited freedom to hang out at the Academy dormitories or at Houghton College
facilities.

« Students are not allowed to work at a regular job during their Homestay without permission from Houghton
Academy authorities.
